About the Study

GBAO conducted online focus groups on February 22, 2021 with Black Americans in three markets: Atlanta, GA
(more politically engaged), Philadelphia, PA (less politically engaged women), and Detroit, Ml (less politically
engaged men). Political engagement was defined by a combination of either educational attainment or a self-
reported frequency of following news and current events. Qualitative results are not statistically projectable.
