A Majority Either Do Not Know How Much the U.S. Spends on
Foreign Aid, or Estimate 20%+ of Budget, Far From Reality

In fiscal year 2022, the U.S. government spent less than 1% of its federal budget on foreign aid — however, 68% of Americans believe that
figure goes above 1%. Republicans are much more likely to say the U.S. spends 20% or more of the federal budget on foreign aid (34%)
than independents (20%) or Democrats (15%).

Global Strategy Group conducted public opinion surveys among a sample of 1,000 registered voters from
October 12-October 16, 2023. 99 additional interviews were conducted among Hispanic voters. 74 additional
interviews were conducted among Asian American and Pacific Islander voters. 100 additional interviews were
conducted among African American voters. 100 additional interviews were conducted among independent
voters. The survey was conducted online, recruiting respondents from an opt-in online panel vendor.
Respondents were verified against a voter file and special care was taken to ensure the demographic
composition of our sample matched that of the national registered voter population across a variety of
demographic variables.
