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Three in Five Who Watched SOTU Live Were Positive, But Those
Only Watching or Reading About It After Were Slightly Negative

Americans who watched all or part of the speech live are more likely than those who saw coverage afterwards to say they had a positive
reaction (net +17 positive vs. net -6) and that it made them view the U.S. economy more positively (net +17 vs. net -2).

While Biden's Approval Rating Rose Modestly Since Last Month,
His Personal Popularity Saw Bigger Gains Post-SOTU

Since mid-February, the share who say they have a favorable opinion of Biden has improved by net 7 points (net -14 today, up from net -21
favorable in February); this improvement is driven by a 13-point gain each among Democrats (net +62 vs. net +49) and Hispanic Americans
(net +4 vs. net -9).

Biden Seen As Focused on Student Loans, Climate Change, Jobs,
Abortion, Foreign Policy

The President is seen as more focused on student loans (36%) and national security (28%) than Democrats in Congress (29% and 18%,
respectively), while Congressional Democrats are seen as more focused on climate change (40%), abortion (38%), and guns (30%).

About the Study

Global Strategy Group conducted public opinion surveys among a sample of 1,000 registered voters from March
7-March 11, 2024. 100 additional interviews were conducted among Hispanic voters. 75 additional interviews
were conducted among Asian American and Pacific Islander voters. 100 additional interviews were conducted
among African American voters. 100 additional interviews were conducted among independent voters. The
survey was conducted online, recruiting respondents from an opt-in online panel vendor. Respondents were
verified against a voter file and special care was taken to ensure the demographic composition of our sample
matched that of the national registered voter population across a variety of demographic variables.
